Volunteers

Please put up a rota in your class asking for parents to help in shifts on the day, as usual, starting with a setting-up shift (before the fair opens at 12 noon), and ending with a clearing-up shift after 4pm. Shifts are usually 1 hour long. You will need 2-3 parents for each shift as it can get very busy.

Banner

Please make a banner/poster for your stall, with pricing

You need to send a letter to all parents explaining the rules and asking them to fill a jam jar – there will be empty, clean jars available in a box at the school a few weeks before the fair for people to use as I explained in the previous email)
Equipment

You only need a pair of large dice and a piece of material to roll them on. 

Stall set-up

You will need some tables to display the jam jars.

Rules

Each family contributes a Jar of Goodies.  The jar might be an empty jam jar, coffee jar, pesto or honey pot (large or small, all thoroughly washed and dried!).  The jar should be filled with goodies and brought into school. On the stall jars look very colourful and become valued prizes. Use 2 large dice and give everyone a chance to roll the dice – only those who get a double win a jam jar - they can choose their own.
 

Families can be as creative with their jars as they like; here are some ideas on what to fill them with:
 

Toys - plastic dinosaurs, plastic bugs, cars, minnie winnies, scooby doos, jacks
Creative - crayons, rubbers, pencils, stickers, sewing kit, paint brushes, plasticine, glitter
Sweets - flying saucers, black jacks, sherbet lemons, liquorice allsorts, chocolate eggs etc
Eco - autumn bulbs, potpourri
Kitchen - lentils, dried fruit, vanilla sugar, olives
Desk tidy - paper clips, cellotape, rubber bands
Alternative - tattoos
Grooming -  hair slides, hair bobbles, nail varnish, make up, face paint, bath salts, soaps, bath balls
Jewels - bracelets, earrings, necklaces
Shade

You may need to provide shade for your stall – ask parents from your class for a gazebo to borrow for the day. 

Money

The Treasurer will bring a float to you at stall set-up time. Please bring a container to hold your cash. Takings will be collected from you throughout the day by one of the committee. If you need to buy anything for the stall please take money from the float to cover it but include a receipt for the goods.
