Volunteers

The fair runs from 12 noon till 4pm.  Please organise a rota for parents to help on the day, starting with a setting-up shift, and ending with a clearing-up shift. This is always a popular stall, so you need lots of volunteer face-painters (at least 4 per shift) – it may be worth buying a book on simple face painting for parents to follow – kids don’t expect too much, don’t worry. 
Banner

Please make a banner/poster for your stall with prices

· £2.00 for full face painting (e.g. butterfly, tiger, cat, football team colours, etc.)
· £1.00 for small decorations (small area of face, Harry Potter scar, little flower etc.)
It would be great if we could do something that fits in with the circus theme too – although kids seem to hate clowns, maybe simple lions etc 

Stall Set-Up

You may need to provide shade for your stall – please ask parents to donate a gazebo for the day. The children will need to sit on adult sized chairs.  Bring a mirror or two!  Also Hair bands or something to tie long hair back off the face. One person should be designated to clean water and deal with tickets

Shopping

The Summer fair Committee will have some face paints to give you but you may need to buy more – get good quality face paint, big individual pots which are available from ‘Fun Learning’ at Brent Cross (opposite Waitrose), and sponges and brushes. Give everything back to the school after the fair - It was suggested at the last fair that a wider variety of brushes, glitter, and separate sticks for lips could be used.

Planning

Look through books for ideas & simple designs before the fair, photocopy them and put on a board, so children can decide what they’d like while they wait. Think about whether you want a number ticketing system, with numbers given out, current numbers on blackboard or whiteboard, so kids aren’t queuing for hours.
Money

The Treasurer will bring a float to you at stall set-up time. Please bring a container to hold your cash. Takings will be collected from you throughout the day by one of the committee. If you need to buy anything for the stall please take money from the float to cover it but include a receipt for the goods.
